INTEGRATED LESSON "HYDRONYMS OF THE NATIVE LAND"
IN THE CONTEXT OF PLACE-BASED EDUCATION

9 This article discusses the experience of conducting an integrated lesson on Ukrainian language, Ukrainian literature, history, and
geography on the topic "Hydronyms of the native land". The lesson is built on the conceptual foundations of place-based education
(PBE), a pedagogical approach that actualizes the connections between the learning process and the territorial community to
which teachers and students belong. The relevance of this pedagogical approach for Ukraine significantly increases in the context
of modern challenges related to the war. PBE increases students’interest in their small homeland. Under the conditions of such an
approach to learning, the rule of "convergence of interests" comes into play: children study the environment that directly surrounds
them. We consider the development of integrated lessons based on PBE principles to be an important practical task. The topic of
the lesson concerns the hydronyms of the native region. By completing tasks related to the names of the rivers of the Poltava region,
students gain knowledge of the Ukrainian language (hydronym as a type of onomastic vocabulary, etymological and grammatical
features of hydronyms), Ukrainian literature (the use of hydronyms in the works of classics and modern Kremenchug writers),
history (hydronyms as historical memories yatki), and the geography of the native land. The analysis of the achievement of the
lesson goals proved the following: a high level of students’ interest and activity, the content of the lesson and the techniques
(analysis of a geographical map, viewing the slide show "Historical memory in the names of rivers", the test "Our rivers in artistic
works", a conversation with the Kremenchuk poet I. Herasimenko) corresponded to the set goals. The integrated lesson aims to
develop linguistic and literary, civic (national-patriotic education), and environmental competences.
